PLAYING REGULATIONS
1.0 AWARDS

The individual champion in each event shall receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque. 

2.0 EVENTS

The events shall be conducted in the high school division only. Events will consist of girls’ singles, boys’ singles, girls’ doubles, boys’ doubles and mixed doubles. 
3.0 SCORING

Team Champion – points will be awarded to top 6 finishers in all events as follows: 10,8,6,4,2,1
4.0 TOURNAMENT
(a) Two divisional tournaments (north and south) will be held during the two weeks prior to S.W.O.S.S.A.A.
(b) The top six finishers in each divisional tournament will advance to the L.K.S.S.A.A. championship tournament.  The L.K.S.S.A.A. championship will be held during the week prior to S.W.O.S.S.A.A.

5.0 ENTRIES
(a) Each school shall be allowed two entries per event in the divisional tournaments.
(b) For the divisional tournament, substitutions shall be allowed on the day of the tournament prior to the start of the first match.  These substitutions must come from players on the eligibility list but who are not entered in any event. Once competition has started no substitutions are allowed.

6.0 PLAYING RULES
(a) The rules of the Canadian Badminton Association shall be the rules of the divisional and championship tournaments.  

(b) Each match shall be a best 2 out of 3

(c) Each divisional tournament will be double elimination tournament.  Draws will vary depending on number of teams.  In the divisional tournaments entries from the same school should not be in the same half of the draw.  In the divisional tournaments a maximum of four positions shall be seeded in each event.
(d) The L.K.S.S.A.A. championship tournament will be a double elimination tournament.  The draw will be as listed in Appendix A at bottom of this document
(e) Only play to top six at LKSSAA South and North Tournaments
(f) Top 1 and 2 will play for seeding purposes
(g) 3-6 will not play those matches
(h) A maximum of 15 minutes is allowed between consecutive matches or when a player is injured.
(i) A minimum of two players/teams will be seeded at the convenor’s discretion prior to play in each divisional tournament.

(j) Players/teams from the same school will be on opposite sides of the draw in each divisional tournament.

7.0 EQUIPMENT

(a) Players will be responsible for bringing their own equipment and practice birds.

(b) The convenor of each divisional tournament and the L.K.S.S.A.A. championship tournament shall supply birds for the tournament. Birds for tournament play will be Mavis 350 (yellow)
(c) Players are to dress appropriately, ie. A t-shirt or long sleeved or a collared shirt that is 90% white or designated school badminton uniform including shorts, skirt or one piece outfit.  Players may wear headgear or track pants for religious/medical reasons at the discretion of the convenor.  Doubles and mixed players must wear similar uniforms.
(d) Inappropriately dressed competitors will not be allowed to play and will forfeit their match.

(e) All competitors in the LKSSAA and divisional Championships must wear OFSSAA approved eyewear.

8.0 CONVENORSHIP

(a) A separate convenor will be appointed for the north and south divisional tournaments. 
(b) The LKSSAA Senior Championship shall alternate every other year between the north (even years) and south  (odd years)  
(c) The LKSSAA Junior Championship shall alternate every other year between the north (odd years) and south (even years)  

9.0 ENTRY FEE

(a) An entry fee of eight (8) dollars per competitor ($10 for singles, $20 for a doubles team) will be charged to enter each divisional tournament.  No entry fee will be charged at the L.K.S.S.A.A. championship tournament.  
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
