PLAYING REGULATIONS

1.0 AWARDS

Members of the winning team shall receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque 

(max 12/team).  

2.0 PLAYING RULES

LKSSAA basketball to transition from NFHS basketball rules and adopt FIBA playing regulations in September 2016 for both girls’ and boys’ basketball with the following exceptions:

· A 35 second shot clock will be used.  The shot clock will have a full reset to 35 seconds on fouls and shots off of the rim.

· Federation lines will be used even when FIBA lines are available

· Federation timeout procedure and game length will be used including overtime.

· No dunking in the warm-up will be permitted.  Technical foul will be assessed to the player. 
·  Uniforms can be in accordance with either the National Federation Rule Book or the FIBA Rule Book.
· If a team moves up to play in a higher tier (either by force or by choice) they can then choose to have their junior team play in the lower tier if it would be beneficial for their junior team.  Otherwise, all junior teams must play in the same tier as the senior team. A team cannot move their Junior team up a tier without their Senior team moving up as well.

2)  League Structure

 a)  There will be 2 leagues.  "A" schools will form one league , and "AA" and 

"AAA" schools will form one league.  Conveners will determine the schedule 

structure of each league based on the number of teams declaring.  Schools 

will not move between leagues.  All teams will go to their regular division (A, 

AA, AAA) for playoffs."

b) The home team shall wear a uniform top that is light in colour.

c) The home team shall be responsible for informing the media of the outcome of the game.

d) Officials will come from the area of the home team.  If a game is hosted by a North team, the officials will be supplied by the Sarnia Association of Basketball Officials.  If a game is hosted by a South team, the officials will be supplied by the Chatham Basketball Referees Association. 

e) Forfeit score shall be 2-0

3.0 PLAY-OFFS

(a) The top four teams in qualify for play-offs.    In the semi-finals, the first place team hosts the fourth place team and the second place team hosts the third place team.  The two semi-final winners shall meet in the finals.  The game will be hosted by the team that finished higher in the regular season. In the semi-finals, the first place team hosts the fourth place team and the second place team hosts the third place team.  The two semi-final winners shall meet in the finals. 4.0 TIES

(a) For 1st, 2nd or 3rd place tie

(i) If one team defeats the other team twice in the regular season, that team will be awarded the higher place.

(ii) If the two teams split their regular season games and one team won by forfeit, then the team that won by forfeit will be awarded the higher place.

(iii) If the two teams split their regular season games and neither win was by forfeit, then the team that gave up the fewest points in the two games involving the tied teams shall be awarded the higher place.

(iv) If the tie is not broken, then the team that scored the most points in the opponent’s gym will be awarded the higher place.

(v) If the tie is not broken, then the team that first had the lead after time had been run off the clock in the first game between the two teams shall be awarded the higher place.

(b) Three or more teams 

(i) record against other tied teams

(ii) point differential in games against other tied teams

(iii) total points scored in games against other tied teams

(iv) total points in games against other tied teams after the away points have been doubled
(v) draw lots

If (v) is used, then any play-off game involving those tied teams will played on a neutral court as determined by the convenor.

(c) Fourth place tie

(i) If 2 teams are tied a single game will be played. Home court is determined by section (a). 

(ii) If 3 teams are tied for 3rd, 4th and 5th, the teams will be placed as in section (b). The team that is placed 4th will host a single game with the team that is placed 5th to determine the final play-off spot.

(iii) If 3 teams are tied for 4th, 5th and 6th, the teams will be place as in section (b). The 5th place team will host the 6th place team in a single game. The 4th place team will host the winner of that game in a single game.
NOTE:  The tie-breaking methods are applied in order until all teams are placed.  If at any time two teams are tied for a particular place, then the method of breaking a tie for two teams shall be applied.

5.0 SWOSSAA REPRESENTATIVES-A/AA/AAA

(a) The champion of each league will represent L.K.S.S.A.A. at S.W.O.S.S.A.A. in its classification.
(b) To determine S.W.O.S.S.A.A. representative(s) not determined by 4(a) or 4(b), the following format will be used: the team that finished higher in regular season standings will represent L.K.S.S.A.A. at S.W.O.S.S.A.A. in its classification.
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
