PLAYING REGULATIONS

1.0 AWARDS

Members of the winning boys team will receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque (max 4/team) and members of the winning girls team will receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque (max 3/team). The individual champion will receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque.
2.0 ENTRIES

(a) A boys team shall consist of a maximum of four players and a minimum of three players. A girls team shall consist of exactly three players. A school entering less than three players shall be eligible for the individual championship only.

(b) A school may enter any combination of boys and girls up to a maximum of 7 players

(c) At least four school days prior to the L.K.S.S.A.A. tournament, each competing school shall send to the convenor a list of competitors ranked in order of merit.  Top 4 players for boys and top 3 for girls will be considered as your team entry.  Schools submitting a late entry will be subject to a twenty-five (25) dollar fine.
(d) Players who cannot break 120 will not be allowed to participate in the LKSSAA Tournament.  This should be determined by individual coaches in advance of tournament

(e) Changes in the competition list may be made prior to the coaches meeting on the day of the L.K.S.S.A.A. tournament.
(f) The starting order will be determined by draw with the proviso that all teams #1 players be distributed throughout the draw.
(g) No two players from the same school shall be in the same group.

3.0 TOURNAMENT

(a) The championship shall consist of 18 holes stroke play to be played in one day.

(b) The three low gross scores of each team on the day’s play shall be totaled to determine the team champion.

(c) In case of a tie for the team championship, the fourth member’s score (boys only) shall be added.  If the tie still remains, a co-championship shall be declared.

(d) The individual player posting the low gross score for 18 holes boys and girls shall be declared the winner of the individual title.  In case of a tie for the individual championship involving two or more players, extra holes shall be played until a winner is declared.

(e) In case of a tie for the last individual qualifier for S.W.O.S.S.A.A. retrogression will be used.  In case of a tie for the last team qualifier for S.W.O.S.S.A.A., the score of the fourth (boys) golfer will be used.  If this does not break the tie, retrogression will be used. 
4.0 PLAYING RULES

(a) The tournament shall be conducted under the rules of the Royal Canadian Golf Association and the local rules of the course where the tournament is played except as noted herein.

(b) A coaches meeting shall be held one hour prior to the start of the tournament so that local rules may be clarified and approved.

(c) During the one hour period prior the first tee-off, players and coaches may walk the course.

(d) Caddies are not allowed.  Pull carts may be used.  
(e) The use of range finders will be allowed (Distance calculations only. No devices which measure slope, wind speed, elevation, etc.) Consistent with the RCGA rules. These devices are to be checked with the convenor prior to play.
(f) No coaching will be allowed during the tournament.  Coaches should refrain from soliciting scores or other information or in any way distracting players.
(g) Parents/Guardians or spectators are not allowed on the course during play.  There will be designated viewing areas for each tournament.  This will be determined by Convenor depending on the space available at specific course

(h) Players that fail to exhibit good sportsmanship are subject to disqualification:

Excessive swearing - temper tantrum - breaking / throwing clubs - lack of respect for playing partners, lack of respect for Teacher Marshals...
Players who exhibit these characteristics on the golf course shall be given a verbal warning for first offense and then removed from course on second offense – thus automatic disqualification

(i) Players suspected of deliberate cheating are subject to disqualification:

Improving the lie - dropping a new ball in a hazard [ lost ball area] - habitual neglect for keeping score - habitual neglect of rules of golf etiquette - raising the score of an opponent  

 

A participant can be disqualified for any of the RCGA rules infractions which qualify for disqualification.
ex:  Signing  an incorrect score card

 

A player would normally receive a word of caution from the staff supervisor that follows the group...
if the caution is not heeded - disqualification can result.

 

 

Players may launch a protest against their competitors... but they need proof or evidence...   which should be verified by the Teacher Marshal 

 

Protest needs to be made at the time of the infraction.... 

Sometimes the result is a 2 stroke penalty.

 

A player "under protest"  should finish their round... and submit their score card.

For all cheating incidents, a formal report must be forwarded to the LKSSAA Coordinator, who will then convene the Board of Reference Sanctions to rule on the incident.

All players are deemed eligible and scores will stand as posted on day of event, unless over ruled by Board of Reference

5.0 HOST RESPONSIBILITES

(a) The convenor shall be responsible for reserving a suitable golf course for the appropriate amount of time to conduct the tournament.  The tournament will be held in the north (odd numbered years) and in the south (even numbered years).
(b) The convenor shall:

(i) Arrange play in satisfactory groupings. All groupings will tee off in  a shotgun start, starting at the first hole.
(ii) Arrange appropriate starting times and circulate copies of the draw to all teams.
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
