PLAYING REGULATIONS

1.0 AWARDS

Members of the winning team shall receive a L.K.S.S.A.A. plaque. 

(max 20/team).  

2.0 PLAYING RULES

(a) In each of senior girls and senior boys soccer there shall be two leagues: Tier 1 – consists of teams in the AA/AAA classifications and Tier 2 – consists of teams in the A classification.  In each of junior girl and junior boys soccer there shall be one league. 

(b) Scheduling – If there are 5 or fewer teams in a tier league play will be a double round robin. If there are 6 or more teams in a tier league play will be a single round robin. 

The rules of the O.S.A. shall govern play except as follows:

(c) Length of Play

The length of play in all divisions will be two forty (40) minute halves. 

(d) Number of Players

There is no limit to the number of players on the eligibility list.  Each team may dress a maximum of twenty (20) players.

(e) Substitution

(i) There are unlimited substitutions.
(ii) Substitution may occur on goal kicks, goals scored, at half time and on your own throw-in.

(iii) In the case of an injury, substitution is permissible at the discretion of the referee.

(iv) Substitution for a yellow-carded player is compulsory.  The yellow-carded player is the only player who may be replaced at that time and he/she may re-enter the game at a regular substitution period.

(v) Junior and Senior Boys and Girls soccer substitutions can be made by 'Piggy Backing' on the other team’s substitutions.  
(vi) If a player receives a red card, he/she must leave the field for the remainder of that game (no substitution is allowed) and may not play in his/her team’s next league or play-off game.  Further penalties may be imposed by the Board of Reference-Sanctions.
(vii) If a player receives a yellow card in three (or more) different games he/she may not play in his/her team’s next league or play-off game.  Further penalties may be imposed by the Board of Reference-Sanctions. It is the responsibility of the offender’s coach to know when his/her player has received a yellow card in a third game. If the player is not removed from the next game the team will forfeit the game and the coach may receive sanctions from the Board of Reference – Sanctions.

Playing Field

The playing field must be lined and corner markers must be in place prior to the opening kick-off.  Failure to do so may result in loss of future home games.

(f) Points

A team will be awarded three (3) points for a win , one (1) point for a tie and zero (0) points for a loss.  There is no overtime in regular season games.

(h) Game Sheets

i) Each team will provide two copies of the official game sheet to the official no less than fifteen (15) minutes prior to scheduled kickoff 

ii) Each team will be provided with one completed copy of their game sheet and their opponents game sheet at the conclusion of each game

iii) All soccer completed game sheets, discipline and special incident reports are to be faxed/e-mailed or mailed to the convener by the home team within 24 hours.

iv) All red cards and major infractions to be posted on LKSSAA web page, emailed to LKSSAA Co-ordinator

(i)Suspended Games
If a game is suspended because of weather conditions and cannot be resumed   the following applies:

i.  If sixty or more minutes have been played, the score when the game was suspended will be the final score.

ii. If less than sixty minutes have been played, the game will be re-played in it’s entirety.

(j) Forfeit score shall be 3-0  

3.0 PLAY-OFFS

(a) The top four teams qualify for the play-offs in the A, AA and AAA divisions.  In the semi-finals, the first place team hosts the fourth place team and the second place team hosts the third place team.  The two semi-final winners shall meet in the finals.  The game will be hosted by the team that finished higher in the regular season.

(b) Tied Games

If two teams are tied at the end of regulation time in a play-off game, the following procedure will be used:

(ii) There will be two complete ten (10) minute halves. (There is no golden goal.  This means no sudden death)

(iii) If the teams are still tied after twenty minutes, each team will select five (5) players from those on the field at the conclusion of overtime.  These five players will take penalty kicks alternately with the first team to kick being decided by coin toss.  The winner will be the team scoring the most penalty kicks.

(iv) If the game is still tied, the remaining players on the field at the end of overtime shall take penalty kicks, one from each team alternately, the winning team being that team which is ahead after any pair of penalty kicks.

4.0 TIES (STANDINGS)

(a) If two or more teams are tied for any position (other than the last play-off position), the tie will be broken as follows:

(i) head to head record of those teams amongst themselves


(ii) most wins


(iii) Goal Differential (GF - GA) in all games among tied teams


(iv)  best defensive record (least goals allowed) in all among tied teams


(v) Goal Differential (GF - GA) in all games

(vi) best defensive record (least goals allowed) in all games

 
(vii)   Draw lots

NOTE:  If at any time during the tie-breaking process, one or more teams can be placed, then the tie-breaking procedure will revert to step (i) or the method for breaking ties between two teams as applicable.

(a)    If two teams are tied for any position (other than the last play-off position), the tie will be broken as follows:
(i)     head to head record
(ii)   most wins
(iii) Goal Differential (GF - GA)
(iv) best defensive record (least goals allowed)
(v) coin flip
goal differential per game (maximum of 5)
5.0 SWOSSAA REPRESENTATIVES

(a) The league play-off champion will represent L.K.S.S.A.A. at S.W.O.S.S.A.A. in its classification

(b) If the finalist is of a different classification than the champion, the finalist will represent L.K.S.S.A.A.at S.W.O.S.S.A.A. in its classification.

(c) To determine S.W.O.S.S.A.A. representative(s) not determined by 4(a) and4(b) the following format will be used:

The team that finished higher in the regular season standings will represent L.K.S.S.A.A. at S.W.O.S.S.A.A.
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
